WHAT HAPPENS TO MEALS IF I DON’T USE THEM BY THE END

Residents: Meals remaining at the end of the semester cannot be carried over 
to the following semester. Any remaining meals will be forfeited. Unused meals on 
the Husky 14 plan will be forfeited at the end of each week. Meal plan weeks are 
Monday-Sunday. Munch Money remaining at the end of fall semester will carry 
over to spring semester if you are on the Anytime or Husky 14 plans. Converted 
Munch Money from the 160 plan will not carry over from any semester. All meals 
and Munch Money will expire at the end of each academic year.
Commuters (Off Campus Meal Plans): Those who have purchased a meal 
plan as a commuter student will not lose meals at the end of any semester. Your 
meals and Munch Money will carry over from year to year as long as you are 
continually enrolled at St. Cloud State University.
